Essential Agreements

Habitat

A habitat is the home of animails. It's a place where they live

and find everything they need - food, water, a safe place to

rest and play. Different animals live in different habitats such
as forests, grasslands, wetlands, oceans, and others.

Aquatic

When we say something is aquatic, it means that it is
associated with water. Aquatic animals are animails that live in
water for most or all of their lives. There are aquatic plants too.

Riddle

A riddle is a tricky question that makes you think.
It's like playing a guessing game with words.
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Flippers

Flippers are modified limbs of animals.
Broad and flat, flippers provide power to help aquatic
animals swim fast.

Humongous, Gigantic, Ginormous,
Enormous, Massive

All these words mean something that is extremely large. They
are used to describe things that are much bigger than usual.

Scales

Most fish have scales as body coverings
to protect their soft body. Overlapping
fish scales also help fish to swim by
reducing friction with water.
