Programme name: WILDLIFE TALK – DIVERSITY IN THE RAINFOREST 
Level of students: Primary One & Primary Two 
Synopsis: Join us for an engaging indoor presentation on the incredible diversity of rainforest animals! Students will 

learn about the different rainforest layers and the creatures that inhabit them and get a closer look at 
fascinating animal specimens - including a python, tiger, and hornbill. 

Programme objectives: • Appreciate the diversity of rainforest animals 
• Hone observation skills and describe where to find animals in different rainforest layers  
• Discover interesting traits of featured rainforest animals 

Programme outcomes: • Recall at least 5 rainforest animals and 1 special trait about them 
• Name the 4 rainforest layers and make use of at least 3 positional words to describe where to 

discover animals in the rainforest
